Inspect exhaust system, 
heat shields, emission hoses and tubes 

every 64,000 KM or 48 Months**

Replace engine coolant for the first time 
at 192,000 KM or 120 Months**

Inspect drive belts every 
48,000 KM or 36 Months**

Replace engine air filter every 
56,000 KM or 36 Months**

Replace cabin air filter every 
32,000 KM or 24 Months**

Inspect and tighten nuts and bolts†† every 
32,000 KM or 24 Months**
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
